OVERVIEW OF COURSES

Literacy
In Literacy, we will keep building on children’s
Speaking & Listening and Reading & Writing skills by
increasing their familiarities with a wide range of
fiction, non-fiction and a collection of poetry. Emphasis
will be laid on reading and the use of Standard English
while speaking and writing.

SCIENCE
